Ineffective praise is general. òGreat work on the painting, Evonne.ó 

Effective praise  compares children with how they have performed in the past. 

òYou have drawn on so much more of your page than last time John.ó 

Ineffective praise compares children with one another. òLook at how James 

used all the page in her drawing John.ó 

Effective praise  links childrenõs success with the effort they put into an activity. 

òYou thought long and hard about where Evonne might be hiding, then you 

remembered she likes to hide in the cubby house and you found her ôgood 

thinkingõ.ó 

Ineffective praise links childrenõs success to how easy the task was. òYou found 

Evonne because she hid in her favourite hiding spot.ó 

Effec tive praise  links childrenõs activities with the feelings of enjoyment they 

experience while doing them. òYou tried to catch the ball three times Libby. 

You seem pleased that you kept trying and got it in the end.ó 

Ineffective praise gives children rewards  for the outcome. òYou caught the ball 

Libby, you deserve a star.ó 

Praise is a powerful motivator. Children are strengthened by the positive words 

from the important people in their lives. Your encouragement can make a big 

difference to your childrenõs well-being, resilience and mental health.
